Gujarat Chief Minister Narenrda Modi inaugurated a new plant of 
Hitachi Home and Life Solutions, the Indian unit of Japan’s Hitachi 
Appliance Inc in Kadi some 40 km from Ahmedabad. This plant 

worth 50 crore will manufacture air-conditioners and chillers. More investment is in pipeline 
to expand operations at the unit.

On this occassion, the Chief Minister said: “Japanese investors, who take a decision after 
detailed planning and conducting thorough studies, are finding Gujarat a place to set up 
industries, is a recognition of the state and its people.”

“It’s my dream to make Gujarat a great financial power. A day will come when Gujarat, 
along with Japan and Singapore, will dominate the Asian economy,” Narendra Modi said 
after inaugurating the new plant of Hitachi Home and Life Solutions India, a subsidiary of 
Japan’s Hitachi Appliances.

He said the industrial corridor; being developed in cooperation with the Japanese government 
is a golden opportunity for development.

The Bhadrapad fair is held in the center of the Ambaji village just outside the 
temple premises. The village is visited by the largest number of sanghas [pilgrim 
groups] during the fair. Many of them go there on foot, which is particularly 
enriching as it happens immediately after the monsoon, when the landscape is 
rich with greenery, streams are full of sparkling water and the air is fresh. 
During their stay at Ambaji, pilgrims spend their time in prayers and devotion and 
visiting other shrines nearby. Some of them also attend the readings of the 
Saptashati: 700 verses in praise of the Goddess Ambaji. In addition to the local 
shops, temporary stalls are erected selling eatables, toys, pictures and statues of 
idols, amulets, bamboo articles, etc. Merry-go-rounds and ferri wheels are set up 
for recreation, and acrobatics are performed.

On the night of the full moon, the sanghas also arrange performances of bhavai: 
a traditional and popular folk-drama, and garbas are sung in the chachar chowk, 
using simple musical instruments like pakhwaj, hungal and jhanjh.
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Kotishila
The Taranga hill is home to
nine other temples. A km
from the Ajit Nath temple,
on the same hill, is a temple
called Kotishila, a small building in the style of a Muslim mau-
soleum, built by Digambar Jains. It houses a marble statue of
the 19th Jain tirthankar, Mallinathji.Through the centuries it
has been the site for penance, meditation and ultimately, lib-
eration of many great saints and sages.

By road: Approx. 130 Kms from Ahmedabad, 50 Kms from
Ambaji shrine and 56 Kms from Mehsana. Bus service and
private vehicle rental are available from Ahmedabad,
Mehsana, Patan, Siddhpur and Ambaji. Your bus will drop you
off at Timba near Danta. You can get a shared (Rs. 5/-) or
private (Rs. 50/-) jeep for the 8 km to Taranga.

By rail: The nearest major railway stations are Visnagar (38
kms), Mehsana (52 kms), Unjha (54 kms) & Vijapur (60 kms)
approx. A slow local train also travels from Mehsana to
Taranga (2 hrs.) The temple is 5 km from the railway station.

By air: The nearest Airport is Ahmedabad, approx. 125 Kms
from Taranga. (Source : Gujarat Tourism)

The 1,483-km dedicated
freight corridor will pass
through Gujarat, Madhya
Pradesh, Haryana, Uttar
Pradesh, Maharashtra and
the National Capital Region
(NCR) with end terminals at
Dadri in the NCR and
Jawaharlal Nehru Port near
Mumbai.

Gujarat has
achieved over 10 percent
agricultural growth, while the
national average is less than
two percent,” he added.
“The state would take a
quantum leap in socio-
economic development by
2010 when we will celebrate
50 years of the formation of
Gujarat”.
